The application of a spouse of a Swiss national can only be processed once the marriage has been registered in
Switzerland or the documents for marriage preparation have been submitted.

The entire application will be forwarded to the competent authorities for their decision (6-12 weeks). Once
the application has been authorised, the applicant will be contacted directly by the cantonal authorities.

IMPORTANT: Please note that this is not an exhaustive list. If necessary, you may be requested to bring additional
documentation.

In the event that the authorisation is already available, the applicant would have to submit only one application
form with two photographs along with a copy of the authorisation, the national passport or official travel
document, copy of the passport or official travel document and the visa fee to obtain the entry visa. Please
note that processing time is 48 hours (two working days).

The entry visa will allow you to travel through the Schengen states and enter Switzerland during its validity.
Within the first 14 days of your initial entry you will have to declare your arrival at the Residents’
Registration Office at your place of residence (German: Einwohnerkontrolle, French: Contréle des habitants;
Italian: Controllo degli abitanti).

The residence permit will be issued upon notification of your arrival in Switzerland.

In order to apply for a dependant permit you have to appear in person.

Long stay visa applications need to be submitted at the Swiss Regional Consular Centre. Please book your
